E. During the above period, the station employment unit engaged in the following initiatives (provide full details, including an explanation if no initiatives were conducted during the period involved):

The station unit mailed letters regarding our employment vacancies to seventeen (17) 

colleges and universities in Arkansas, Louisiana, and Texas asking for assistance in filling job vacancies. Employment outreach letters were also mailed to the Shreveport NAACP, Shreveport Job Corps Center, L.U.L.A.C. Council #16001, American Commercial College and American School of Business.  We will review our outreach program on a continuing basis adding new recruitment organizations as new information becomes available.  All job openings are placed on the KMSS-TV Web Site and posted internally at station locations.   We also made additional use of the internet by posting available jobs on Shreveport Help Wanted.com and tvjobs.com.  
The station also participated in three (3) local Job Fairs.  First was Grambling University on March 26, 2009 attended by Mary Flanders, Creative Services Coordinator.  Second was Bossier Parish Community College on September 30, 2009 attended by Jim Dull, Creative Services Manager and Ben Cothran, Master Control Supervisor.  Third was LSU-Shreveport on October 7, 2009 attended by Dale Beasley, Operations/Business Manager. 
The station works with local colleges and universities to host interns at the station.  This year interns came from such institutions as Southern University of Shreveport and Bossier Parish Community College. 
During 2009 the station has participated twice a month in TAP, which is a three day seminar at Barksdale Air Force Base, conducted by the Work Force Commission (Department of Labor) for retiring or separating veterans.  The attendees are taught job seeking techniques, internet job searching, resumes and interviews.
In February 2009, KMSS participated in the National Ground Hog Shadow Day.  During this one day event students from the Shreveport Job Corps Center visit the station for four hours shadowing jobs of different individuals throughout the company.  We plan to participate in this event every year.
